CADA VEZ MENOS INSETOS ESTAO ATINGINDO O PARA-BRISA DO SEU CARRO

Todo verao, quase nos ultimos 20 anos, voluntarios da Kent Wildlife Trust y Buglife e da
Buglife, ambas no Reino Unido, tém rastreado as placas dos carros. Mas nao da maneira que vocé
imagina. O objetivo das inspecdes é registrar o nimero de insetos voadores atingidos por veiculos.

Embora isso possa parecer insignificante, a escala desse projeto de ciéncia cidada o torna
importante. Com quase 700 participantes, a campanha Bugs Matter de 2023 coletou dados de 6.358
viagens, o que pode ajudar a tirar conclusGes muito mais amplas.

Os resultados da campanha de 2022 mostraram uma reducdo, em menos de 20 anos, de 64%
no numero de insetos atropelados por carros. Esses resultados reforcam uma tese que estd
preocupando os cientistas: essa perda macica de vida de insetos demonstra que estamos nos
aproximando cada vez mais da sexta extingdo em massa.

Infelizmente, estudos mostram que o Reino Unido ndo é o Unico lugar onde as populacdes
de insetos estdao diminuindo; foram realizados estudos em toda a Europa que chegaram a
conclusdes semelhantes. Para obter medi¢des realistas, a pesquisa mais rigorosa utiliza estudos
histéricos que rastreiam as populagdes de insetos ao longo de décadas.

Na Alemanha, um estudo de 27 anos foi publicado em 2017, mostrando que 76% da
biomassa de insetos voadores foi perdida em uma ampla rede de espacgos naturais.

Na Dinamarca, uma reducdo no numero de insetos foi documentada juntamente com a
diminuicdo do nimero de passaros, como a andorinha-das-chaminés, que se alimentam deles.

As sociedades cientificas de entomologistas da Espanha e de Portugal se reuniram em junho
deste ano em Alicante para o XX Congresso Ibérico de Entomologia.

Alarmados com o declinio das populacdes de insetos, eles publicaram um manifesto com o
objetivo de aumentar a conscientizacdo social sobre essa situacdo sem precedentes e pér um fim a
ela.

Entretanto, a situacdo ndo estd causando alarme apenas na Europa, que é densamente
povoada e exposta as pressoes da atividade humana. Estudos realizados em florestas tropicais de
Porto Rico compararam os nlimeros atuais de insetos com os de 36 anos atrds, com resultados
igualmente catastroficos: uma redugao de mais de 78% na biomassa de insetos que vivem no solo.
Esse estudo também mostrou um declinio paralelo em animais que comem insetos, como lagartos,
Sapos e passaros.
