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INTERPRETACAO DE TEXTO

O texto seguinte servira de base para responder as
guestbes de 1 a 10.

O que acontece no cérebro quando ouvimos
opinides diferentes — e como treinar nossa
capacidade de escuta

Ouvir uma opinido contraria a nossa quase sempre
provoca alguma reagdo. Embora muitas vezes
atribuamos essa dificuldade a fatores culturais ou
pessoais, a ciéncia mostra que ela também esta
relacionada ao funcionamento do cérebro.

A neurociéncia explica por que ouvir ideias diferentes é
tdo desafiador. A discordancia ativa sistemas cerebrais
responsaveis por detectar conflitos e preservar a
coeréncia interna do pensamento. Por isso, quando nos
deparamos com ideias que entram em choque com
nossas crencas, tendemos a reagir rapidamente e,
muitas vezes, de forma defensiva.

Quando somos expostos a uma opinido que contradiz a
nossa forma de pensar, o cérebro ndo comecga avaliando
argumentos de maneira racional. Antes disso, ele
identifica que existe um conflito. Uma das regides
envolvidas nesse processo é o coértex cingulado anterior
(CCA). Essa estrutura atua como um sistema de
monitoramento responséavel por detectar inconsisténcias
entre expectativas e realidade, além de conflitos entre
respostas ou entre crencas.

Estudos indicam que o cértex cingulado anterior participa
de circuitos ligados tanto ao controle cognitivo quanto ao
processamento da dor fisica e social. Por essa razéo,
uma opinido contraria pode ser percebida pelo cérebro
como algo desconfortavel ou potencialmente ameacador,
mesmo quando n&o ha confronto direto entre as
pessoas.

Outras regides cerebrais também entram em atividade
nesse processo. A amigdala estd relacionada as
respostas a ameacas, enquanto a insula participa da
percepcdo de estados corporais de mal-estar. O
resultado dessas ativagbes € familiar para muitas
pessoas: tensdo no corpo, sensagcdo de desconforto e
tendéncia a se defender ou a encerrar rapidamente a
conversa.

Posteriormente, entra em a¢do o coértex pré-frontal
dorsolateral, regi@o associada a fung¢des cognitivas
superiores, como planejamento, inibicdo de impulsos e
tomada de decisbes. Essa area contribui para regular as
reacfes emocionais e possibilita uma avaliagdo mais
refletida da situacgéo.

Aceitar um ponto de vista diferente do nosso exige
esforco mental. O cérebro precisa  manter
simultaneamente dois modelos mentais incompativeis:
aquilo em que acreditamos e aquilo que o outro afirma.
Em seguida, €é necessario comparar essas
representacdes e avaliar se alguma delas deve ser
modificada.
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Esse processo envolve também a chamada dissonancia
cognitiva, isto é, o mal-estar psicologico que surge
guando uma informacdo ameaca a coeréncia da nossa
visdo de mundo ou da nossa identidade. Em muitas
situacdes, esse desconforto leva as pessoas a reforcar
as crencas que ja possuem, em vez de considerar

seriamente o ponto de vista contrario.

Além disso, diversas crencas estdo ligadas ao
sentimento de pertencimento a determinados grupos
sociais. Alterar uma perspectiva pode ser vivido, ainda
que de forma inconsciente, como um risco social, como
sentir constrangimento, perder status ou ser excluido. O
cérebro social tende a evitar esse tipo de ameaga.

Outro elemento importante nesse processo é o estresse.
Quando o0s niveis de estresse sdo elevados ou
prolongados, o sistema nervoso entra em estado de
alerta. Nessa condi¢éo, diminui a capacidade do cortex
pré-frontal de regular as emocdes e de lidar com
divergéncias de forma equilibrada. Assim, ouvir com
calma e refletir sobre argumentos diferentes torna-se
mais dificil.

Apesar dessas dificuldades, ha um aspecto positivo: os
sistemas cerebrais envolvidos na regulacdo emocional e
no controle cognitivo sdo maleaveis e se modificam com
a experiéncia.

A dificuldade de ouvir opinifes divergentes aparece com
frequéncia no  debate social contemporaneo,
especialmente em contextos nos quais decisbes
coletivas precisam ser tomadas, como equipes de
trabalho, instituicGes ou espacos de lideranca. Quando
um desacordo ndo é bem conduzido, ele gera conflitos
interpessoais, falhas de comunicacdo e deterioragdo do
clima emocional.

Felizmente, é possivel treinar a capacidade de escuta.
Estudos desenvolvidos pelo grupo Neurociéncia do
Bem-estar da Universidade de Sevilha mostram que o
treinamento da regulacdo fisiolégica e emocional esta
associado a uma maior capacidade de pensar antes de
responder, ouvir com menor reatividade e conduzir
conversas dificeis com mais clareza.

Assim, o objetivo ndo é evitar o desconforto provocado
pela discordancia, mas aprender a regula-lo. Ouvir nao
significa concordar nem abandonar os proprios valores.
Significa sustentar o desconforto pelo tempo necessério
para ampliar a compreenséo da situacao.

Em um mundo cada vez mais polarizado, a capacidade
de escutar opinidbes € compreendida como uma
habilidade a ser desenvolvida. Entender como o cérebro
reage as divergéncias € um passo importante para
substituir reacBes automaticas por respostas mais
calmas, claras e conscientes.
